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It is important for us to acknowledge the sponsorship and support given to our club, without which it would have been impossible to begin.

McCredie Uniting Church at Guildford provided the backing capital to begin the club.   The soccer Club which is a part of the church’s mission provided finance to subsidise registration fees, mini posts for the under 6s, corner posts and assisted in paying for the hiring of Wilson Park.

Auburn Council was very supportive of the establishment of the club, advertised our registrations and assisted us in the gaining of the use of Wilson Park.

Carlingford Uniting Soccer Club also made a significant donation to assist in the hiring of the field.

Yaralla Soccer Club loaned us the nets used for the under 9 matches.
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2004 was the inaugural season for Newington Gunners Soccer Club.  The season began with little more than an idea.  The idea was to establish a soccer club within the precinct of Newington, an area undergoing rapid growth, without a local sporting identity and with an under-utilised facility (in Wilson Park).   Flyers were posted around the shopping Centre for anybody interested in assisting in the establishment of a club.  This is where Didi joined the venture and allowed the “idea” to progress towards reality.  Registration was promoted at the local school and then we waited to see what would transpire.  We were optimistic and our optimism was not misplaced.  Following registration we had enough children to lead us to believe that we could create two sides.  More players were required but stepping out in faith, coaches were recruited, a manager found, a playing strip ordered, the club registered, negotiations began on the hiring of the field, equipment was purchased and training began in March.  

As with all things new there have been some teething problems.  Not finding a manager for the under 6s was a problem and a sixteen year old with a lot of good will was forced to find his feet as a coach whilst also organising a team and their parents.  Luke has done a magnificent job and the improvement in the skill level of the boys has been breathtaking.   In order to raise the under 9 team a number of boys were required to play as underage players.  Their efforts and the cooperation of their parents will reap its rewards in the coming years when hopefully the boys will return with their friends and new teams in the correct ages can be formed.   This year, between the 6s and 9s, we had 8 boys who were actually under 7.  It is expected therefore, with even minimal growth, that we would have an under 8 side next season.  If the boys had not played or travelled to play elsewhere, it would be unlikely a team would be raised in the future, at Newington, in their age.  

I would like to thank Didi for his counsel and administrative efforts.  The work of a club secretary is much greater than what many understand and there is a great deal of responsibility attached to the role.  I would also like to thank Maria for her work as under 9 manager and Chris for his efforts in coaching the under 9s.  The age range within the 9s made this a challenging task and Chris met his responsibilities and maintained a positive outlook in the boys throughout the season.  The improvement in the skills of the team was obvious to all.   Luke did an amazing job with eleven children not yet 7 and their parents!  The regard the children obviously have for Luke is evidence enough of the outstanding work he has done.  And all because he happened to walk past our registrations with a couple of mates and I was bold enough to ask him “wouldn’t be interested in coaching a junior team would you?”  and Didi was tenacious enough to chase him up.  

If 2005 is to be another successful year for Newington Gunners Soccer Club, there will need to be additional people coming forward to help.  I appeal to all parents and friends to consider ways in which you may be able to assist.  There are always ways in which you can make the load that currently rests on the shoulders of a few, a little lighter – JUST ASK!
