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It is important for us to acknowledge the sponsorship and support given to our club, without which it would have been impossible to begin.

The 6s were looking good and full and the 9s returned in force which was particularly encouraging.  By the time the trials were halfway through it was clear we would have two under 6 teams and an under 9.  We unfortunately were unable to muster an under 7 or 8 side but overall our numbers were well up.  Our advertising through Ermington, Rydalmere and Melrose Park was a success but we still rely heavily on Newington Public which contributes the bulk of our players.

Dividing the 6s was difficult and I hope the end result saw each player enjoy their season.  Keeping last year’s team together and friends from school was the plan and despite leading to some lopsided results, next year’s sixes should also be strong as many players will have their second (or third!) year there and the 7s will be able to take advantage of having had three years together.  I maintain that strong sides come from groups of players sticking together over a period rather than teams with individual stars.  The under 9s had eleven registrations.  Twelve would have been better but it is a credit to Simon and Emily and the players and parents that the eleven who started also finished.  And their results were tremendous as the side went from strength to strength and stands poised to take that next step of challenging the better sides next year.

Again we struggled to encourage parents to step up and take on roles of responsibility.  Special thanks to Jim (who is a legend!) for offering to assist with some administration and ending up coaching a very successful little team.  Jim also completed his level 1 coaching certificate during the season and despite having no children in the club gave up his own time to assist the parents and children of Newington.  Likewise Emily (and Michael when Emily got ill) coached a side.  At one stage Emily was going to uni in Sydney, living in Kellyville, coaching at Newington and didn’t have a car!  To the parents that assisted with Emily’s transport and to Emily herself thankyou so much.  Unfortunately Emily’s ill health could not allow her to finish the season but the defence she taught the boys seems to be regularly commented on by other sides (read their websites).  David, Simon and Paul are all to be commended for their efforts in managing and coaching teams.  Managing is not a difficult job in itself but in a small club where there are not a lot of helpers these guys all took on added responsibilities and worked hard!  Thankyou guys.
Next year we must find someone to attend the monthly Association meetings at Chester Hill.  All you have to do is attend the 1 hour meeting, sign the book (so the club doesn’t get fined) and collect the mail.  This one is not tough, but we seem unable to find a volunteer.

A bit tougher (but the only job in the whole Association that pays!) is refereeing.  2 lectures, 1 exam and you’re in.  You are then an official referee and could assist on a Saturday.  At the moment if we are not allocated a referee the nearest fit bloke (or lady) is going to get the job.  If he knows nothing everybody suffers.  If it is you you’re going to wish you were qualified so you know what you are doing and so you can be paid!

Again this year I would like to thank Didi for his counsel and administrative efforts.
